Electrical and plumbing lines are easily installed into the Eco-Block wall.  For electrical boxes, 
use a hot knife or router to remove the foam at the desired location.  Once the foam is removed the boxes can be screwed to the webs using a standard drywall screw, screwed to the concrete using concrete anchors, or glued to the concrete.

To create channels in the foam for wiring, use a hot knife, router, or electric chain saw with a depth stop or jig saw.  Angle the channel so it has a lip on the bottom to hold the cable in place, or spot glue the cable with EPS compatible foam adhesive.  The channels for the plumbing lines will be created in the same fashion. 
For larger lines furring out the wall may be necessary.  Plumbing can be installed inside the wall cavity prior to the pour, but this can create a severe weak spot, so be sure to check with an engineer first.
Technical Tip:

Cut horizontal runs at the course-to-course interlock, since webs are cut short at this point.
